Unless stated, figures rounded up to nearest whole number. Totals don’t always add up to 100% due to lack of declaration, or ‘prefer not to say’ stated by respondent. Language/terminology based on ONS website.

1.	 Sex is the term utilised by ONS as part of the 2021 Census, referring only to male  
or female.

2.	 Cisgender refers to a person whose gender identity aligns with their birth sex.  
Often used by cisgender allies who by using this term, recognise that transgender 
and non-binary people exist and matter. 

3.	 Gender identity is the term used to describe how a person feels internally about their 
own gender and is a spectrum. For example, a person’s gender identity might mean 
they identify as a man, a woman, non-binary, or something completely different.
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
